In Shakhty town 22 monuments to Heroes of
the Great Patriotic War are erected. In the
years of the Great Patriotic War residents of
Shakhty town made a worthy contribution to
providing the Victory over fascist Germany.
Many gave their lives in a mortalfight with
the enemy. In June, 1942 the city was

temporarily occupied by the Hitlerites.

Fascists tried to establish a "new" order, to
restore mines and to adjust coal mining for
their needs, but ran against the concerted
resistance of the citizens. The miners, who
were not on time to leave the city,defeated the
plans of the Hitlerites. Not a single large or
average mine was restored and set in
operation for fascists. The underground
organization began its activity in the rear. Its
members sabotaged enterprises, blew up

trains with fuel and ammunition. Invaders

brutally massacred patriots of our Homeland.

Many Shakhty residents died from their
hands. The Krasin mine shaft became a mass
grave to them. Fascists with the help of
traitors seized the secretary of an underground
district party committee T.S. Holodov.
Underground workers were soon arrested:
worker of Krasin mine N.I. Gudkov, I.T.
Klimenko, O.A. Meshkova, V.M. Evlakhov,
I.P. Tkachenko.

Neither tortures nor inguisitions could break
the patriots’will. Just here lvan Timofeyevich
Klimenko made the last feat. On an autumn
day, Gestapo men led the old communist to a
mine shaft to execute him. lvan Timofeyevich
seized the fascist and rushed together with

him to the mine shaft.

The same feat was made also by the
communist Olga Andreevna Meshkova. For
many residents of Shakhty, whose names will
remain unknown, this place became a final
shelter ... By the most conservative estimate,
fascists dumped 3,500 people in the Krasin

mine shaft.

On March 10, 1943 the resolution on
perpetuating the memory of the patriotic
residents of Shakhty ,who were tortured by
fascist invaders, was accepted. On the place
of the tragic events at the Krasin mine shaft
the first MONUMENT to the VICTIMS of
FASCISM was established. It represented a

wooden pyramid with a star.

Many years have passed since those terrible
events, but residents of Shakhty remember
feats of their countrymen. In 1959 in memory
of them the OBELISK AND the
MONUMENT (author S.F. Komarov) were
constructed on the place of the mine of
Krasin, and in 1975 in honor of the 30th
Victory anniversary the grand memorial
reminding the dark days of occupation was

built at the expense of city workers.

In the center, there is the sculptural group:
two pylons symbolize a mine slag heap,
between them there is an 8-meter figure of the
grieving miner with the bowl! of Eternal
flame in his hands high uplifted into the sky.
To the left of sculptural group there is a wall
of grief with miner's helmets in its niches.
Here is the memory tombstone to the victims
of fascism made of black labradorite. The
memorial is executed according to sketches of
the Rostov architect R.A. Muradyan and the
sculptor I.1. Reznichenko.

On February 12, 1943 the town of Shakhty was
liberated from fascist occupation. Bodies of
troops of the 5th shock army took part in
liberation of the town: 40" Guards , 258th and
315th rifle divisions. The main line of the
Hitlerites passed along the west bank of the
Grushevka River, that was sated with fire
weapons and strengthened by various

obstacles.

The regiment under the command of the
colonel Ponomaryov was the first to rush on
the East outskirts of the city and started street
fights. Having broken into small groups,
infantrymen combed each yard, moved ahead

to the downtown.

By the same time divisions of Blazhevich’s
regiment which attacked from the settlement of
the Kamenolomny -rushed into the town. At

the corners of central streets up to V.I. Lenin

Square, small groups of soldiers and anti-tank
guns which destroyed fascists by well-aimed
firewere placed. The Soviet soldiers showed
mass heroism in city approaches and in street
fights.

Many soldiers of the Soviet Army died,
liberating our hometown. All of them are
buried in mass graves with military honours.
One of the largest burials is the MASS
GRAVE IN TOWN RECREATION PARK.
172 defenders of Shakhty town who died in
February, 1943 are buried in it. In 1955 the
monument on a mass grave was established.
More than half a century the solemn meetings
take place at a memorial complex in the city
park on the Day of liberating the city from
fascist invaders and the Victory Day

on May 9.
